The city of Kennedy is benefitting from a fourth North-

west Minnesota Arts Council grant for public art. This 

time it was the Kennedy Community Center that applied 

for and received the Arts Legacy Grant. Members of 

Artists Unlimited were then commissioned to paint 

a mural on the north side of Greg Snares building, 

located directly north of the city office and best seen 

from the alley behind the community center. Work 

began on the mural Memorial Day weekend and will 

be completed before September.  

Other Arts Legacy Grant projects that can be seen in 

Kennedy include a mural painted by area artist Beau 

Bakken, in 2014, on the south and west sides of the 

old Petersburg Chevrolet building. A photo exhibit 

displayed primarily in the Kennedy center, curated 

by Kathryn Rynning in 2014. And, a mural on the 

south wall of Greg Snare’s building, painted in 2015 

by Kennedy native Connie Nelson. 

This activity was funded, in part, by a grant from the Northwest Minnesota Arts Council 
and the Minnesota arts and cultural heritage funds as appropriated by the Minnesota State 
Legislature with money from the vote of the people of Minnesota on November 4, 2008.
